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The letter to the Hebrews speaks with real relevance into the 
situation in which as Christians in the western world we now 
find ourselves.  

Although the letter quotes extensively from, and makes 
repeated reference to, the Old Testament, its benefit is not 
dependent on our being familiar with that part of the Bible. The 
main thesis of the letter is that Jesus is ‘better’ - meaning by 
that that Jesus is the best! However tough being His follower 
can sometimes be, it’s more than worth it!
