a person! 
 
 

Because we can’t see the Holy Spirit, the Bible uses ‘pictures’ to help us 
understand what He’s like.  
 

 
These ‘pictures’ aren’t showing us what He looks like!  
 

They’re helping us see the sort of things He does 
in our lives and in our world.
