God showed His people how to travel 
through life. 
 

 
 
God had given His people good and 
clear instructions about how to live 
their lives. 
 
 
The Bible’s a bits like  
the Highway Code. 
 
 
Before heading out  
onto the road people  
need to read it, learn  
from it – and then also  

what it says and means! 
 
That helps you keep on the right track.
