The ‘scroll’ is a picture to help us         
understand that God has a purpose  
for His world. 
 
God’s plan is to put everything right  
and to enable people to enjoy being with Him.  
 
But it couldn’t be ‘opened’. 
 
God’s plan could only work if our sin and wrong-
doing had been dealt with: and that needed 
someone who was altogether ‘worthy’. 
 

Jesus is the one who is ‘worthy’! 
 
And there’s more ‘picture’ language used here to 
describe Him! It helps us understand who He is 
and why He is so ‘worthy’.
