6 For I am already being poured 
out like a drink offering, and the 
time for my departure is near. 7 I 
have fought the good fight, I 
have finished the race, I have 
kept the faith. 8 Now there is in 
store for me the crown of 
righteousness, which the Lord, 
the righteous Judge, will award 
to me on that day – and not only 
to me, but also to all who have 
longed for his appearing. 
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Paul reminds Timothy of 4 important truths in 
these verses. Understanding each of these truths 
helps you live as a ‘minister’ (servant) of Jesus. 

 

Here’s the first of these truths – 

As followers of Jesus our lives are always a 
response to God’s mercy. 
 
This is how Paul put it in Romans 12.1 
 

I urge you, brothers and sisters, in 
view of God’s mercy, to offer your 
bodies as a living _ _ _ _ if _ _ _, 
holy and pleasing to God – this is 
your true and proper worship.

                               He kept going because He was so  
                             looking forward to what He knew  
                          was going to be His at the end. 
 
    That’s what Paul is on about in v.8. Have a read  
      of that verse again.  
 
         “Now there is in store for me the crown of  
                              righteousness, which the Lord, the  
                               righteous Judge, will award to me  
                            on that day – and not only to me,  
                           but also to all who have longed for  
                         his appearing.” 
 
                      Paul meant by that at least 2 things.  

                     First, for those who have loved and  
                    trusted Jesus they’ll get to share in  
                    Jesus’ reign over everything. 

And secondly, for those who’ve loved and  
trusted Jesus everything will finally be all put right.
