We’ve been made like God. And that means being made to live 
together – like the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit:  

 God, but  persons! 

 

“Male and female” 
Making humanity like God meant 
that God made us the same (we 

are all humans and all equal)  

but also different (some of us are 
girls and some of us are boys – 

and the Bible makes it clear that
