Romans 6:1-14



For if we have been united 
with him in a death like his, 
we will certainly also be 
united with him in a 
resurrection like his.



6 For we know that our old 
self was crucified with 
him so that the body ruled 
by sin might be done 
away with, that we should 
no longer be slaves to 
sin— 7 because anyone 
who has died has been set 
free from sin.



8 Now if we died with 
Christ, we believe that we 
will also live with him. 9 For 
we know that since Christ 
was raised from the dead, 
he cannot die again; 
death no longer has 
mastery over him.



10 The death he died, he 
died to sin once for all; but 
the life he lives, he lives to 
God.
11 In the same way, count 
yourselves dead to sin but 
alive to God in Christ 
Jesus.



12 Therefore do not let sin 
reign in your mortal body 
so that you obey its evil 
desires.



13 Do not offer any part of 
yourself to sin as an 
instrument of wickedness, 
but rather offer yourselves 
to God as those who have 
been brought from death to 
life; and offer every part of 
yourself to him as an 
instrument of   
righteousness.



14 For sin shall no longer be 
your master, because you 
are not under the law, but 
under grace.

13 When he arrived, there 
was Eli sitting on his chair 
by the side of the road, 



because his heart feared 
for the ark of God. When 
the man entered the town 
and told what had 
happened, the whole 
town sent up a cry.



14 Eli heard the outcry and 
asked, “What is the 
meaning of this uproar?”
The man hurried over to 
Eli, 15 who was ninety-eight 
years old and whose 
eyes had failed so that he 
could not see.



16 He told Eli, “I have just 
come from the battle line; 
I fled from it this very day.”
Eli asked, “What 
happened, my son?”



17 The man who brought 
the news replied, “Israel 
fled before the Philistines, 
and the army has suffered 
heavy losses. Also your 
two sons, Hophni and 
Phinehas, are dead, and 
the ark of God has been 
captured.”



18 When he mentioned the 
ark of God, Eli fell 
backward off his chair by 
the side of the gate. His 
neck was broken and he 
died, for he was an old 
man, and he was heavy. 
He had led Israel forty 
years.



19 His daughter-in-law, the 
wife of Phinehas, was 
pregnant and near the 
time of delivery. When she 
heard the news that the 
ark of God had been 
captured and that her 
father-in-law and her 
husband were dead, 



she went into labour and 
gave birth, but was 
overcome by her labour 
pains. 20 As she was dying, 
the women attending her 
said, “Don’t despair; you 
have given birth to a son.” 
But she did not respond or 
pay any attention.



21 She named the boy 
Ichabod, saying, “The 
Glory has departed from 
Israel”—because of the 
capture of the ark of God 
and the deaths of her 
father-in-law and her 
husband.



22 She said, “The Glory has 
departed from Israel, for 
the ark of God has been 
captured.”
